1. LEASE AND RENTAL FEE. The undersigned (“Lessee”) leases from  AIR IT UP AMUSEMENTS (“Lessor”) the inflatable unit named above (the “Unit”) at the date and time specified above.  Lessee shall pay Lessor the Rental Fee upon the receipt of the Unit.

2. DELIVERY AND TRANSPORTATION EXPENSES. Except as otherwise provided herein with additional mileage fees (distances greater than 30 miles will incur $2.50 per additional mile round trip one way), all charges in delivering /picking up of the Unit to and from the delivery address specified above are included in the Rental Fee noted above.  Lessor shall use its best efforts to deliver/pick up the Units at the time stated above; however, Lessor cannot guarantee that delivery/pick up will occur at exactly the specified time. Lessor shall not be responsible for any claims or damages in the event that the Unit is delivered/picked up earlier or later than the designated time. 

3. RULES TO FOLLOW DURING THE USE OF THE UNIT.

a. Only participants of compatible ages and sizes shall play in the Unit at the same time.  The max number of participants of each group that should play in the Unit at one time are as follows:

b. All participants must remove shoes, glasses, jewelry and other sharp objects before entering the Unit.  In addition, no pets, toys or other sharp instruments are allowed in or around the Unit.
c. No food or drinks of any type are permitted in or near the Unit.  Absolutely no “Silly String,” paints, gum, candy, cigarettes, confetti, sand, or any other substances are allowed in the Unit.  These can cause severe damage that cannot be repaired.  It is the Lessee’s responsibility to keep the Unit clean and free from any type of debris.  Should the unit require additional set up and clean up, the Lessee will be charged an additional cleaning fee per unit.
d. No open flames in or around the Unit, this includes cigarettes, grills, bonfires, and any fireworks.
e. No climbing, hanging, bouncing off of or sitting on walls or netting.   Pushing and rough housing are not permitted (with the exception of boxing and joust inflatables with appropriate equipment). To avoid neck and back injuries, flips are not allowed in the Unit.  In the event that the Unit is an inflatable slide, participants shall not jump from the platform onto the sliding area.
f. Keep the Unit and the blower at least 15 feet away from swimming pools or other water sources.
g. All Units are equipped with a zipper designed for quick deflation of the Unit at the time of pick up.  Do not allow any participants to open the zipper.  In the event that the zipper has been opened, evacuate all participants from the Unit and close the zipper.  Do not allow the participants to re-enter the Unit until it has been fully inflated.

h. Participants shall be kept away from the blower(s) used to inflate the Unit.  In the event that the blower is accidentally turned off, evacuate all participants from the Unit and turn on the blower.  Do not allow the participants to re-enter the Unit until it has been fully inflated.

i. The Unit shall not be moved from the location of installation.  In the event that the Unit has accidentally moved, remove all participants from the Unit and move the Unit back to the location of installation.  In no event shall the Unit be removed from the address specified above.

j. ADULT SUPERVISION IS ABSOLUTELY REQUIRED WHEN PARTICIPANTS ARE IN THE UNIT.  The Lessee shall be responsible for the supervision of the participants while they are in the unit and the safety of all participants shall be the sole responsibility of the Lessee.     

4. TROUBLESHOOTING.  In the unlikely event that the Unit begins to deflate while in operation, first evacuate all participants from the Unit promptly and safely, then check the following: (1)Verify that the inflation tube is not obstructed or punctured and is securely connected to the blower. (2) Ensure that all zippers are closed. (3)The motor may have stopped, in which case, check the cord connection at the outlet, and remember to use no more than a one hundred foot extension cord (stronger outlets are in the kitchens and laundry room).  Check the fuses and breakers to confirm that they have not been tripped.  If the blower overheats or loses power, turn all switches and breakers to the “off” position, wait 5 minutes, turn to the “on” position. (4) If you cannot correct the problem call Lessor at  540-877-0040 immediately.
5. DISCLAIMER OF WARRANTIES.  Lessor makes no warranties either expressed or implied as to the condition or performance of any equipment and/or property leased by Lessee from Lessor. By signing this contract, Lessee agrees that any warranty of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose are hereby disclaimed. By signing this contract, Lessee agrees that no express warranty as to the condition or performance of any equipment and/or property leased by Lessee is hereby disclaimed. Lessee understands that the only warranties pertaining to the condition or pertaining of said equipment and/or property is that which is stated on the instruction manual for said equipment and/or property.
6. TITLE.  Lessee shall keep the Unit in his/her custody at all times and shall not sublease, rent, sell, remove from the Delivery Address, or otherwise transfer the Unit.  The Unit shall remain the property of Lessor and may only be removed by Lessor or Lessor’s agent after “Pick Up Time” as specified above.
7. INDEMNIFICATION; RELEASE OF RELIABILITY.  The Lessee shall have the full responsibility of the Unit’s operation, including, but not limited to, supervision of the participants in the Unit.  Lessor and its officers, employees and agents shall not be responsible for any injuries occurred during the use of the Unit.  Lessee further agrees to hold the Lessor and its officers, employees and agents free and harmless against any injury or claim, The Lessee shall indemnify and hold harmless the Lessor and its officers, employees and agents from and against any costs incurred due to claims arising out of or in connection with the use and safe return of the Units. 
8. HOLD HARMLESS PROVISION.  Lessee agrees to indemnify and hold Lessor harmless from any and all claims, actions, suits, proceeding costs, expenses, damages and liabilities, including reasonable attorney’s fees arising by reason of injury, damage, or death to persons or property, in connection with or resulting from the use cite equipment including, but not limited to the manufacture, selection, delivery, Lessee hereby releases and holds harmless Lessor from damages including utility lines incurred as a result of  setup and use of said equipment. Lessee hereby releases and holds harmless Lessor from injuries or damages incurred as a result of the use of said equipment unless Lessor is operating the equipment and is deemed by a court of law to be negligent in its actions. Lessor cannot under any circumstances be held liable for injuries as a result of acts of God, nature, or other conditions beyond its control or knowledge. Lessee also agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Lessor from any loss, damage, theft, or destruction of the equipment during the term of this contract and any extension thereof.
9. DUTY TO MITIGATE.  In the event of injury, damage or loss due to Lessee negligence, Lessee agrees and assumes the duty to mitigate all costs resulting from said injury, damage or loss. A general release does not extend to claims which the creditor does not know or suspect to exist in his favor at the time of executing the release, which if known by him must have materially affected his settlement with the debtor.
10. MERGER CLAUSE.  This signed Rental and Safety Agreement contains the entire agreement between the Lessor and the Lessee. No amendment, whether from previous or subsequent negotiations between the Lessee and the Lessor, shall be valid or enforceable unless in writing and signed by all parties to this contract. The invalidity or unenforceability of any particular provision of this Agreement shall not affect the other provisions hereof.
11. RAIN. Should there be significant rain during your rental time, the lessee is expected to turn off and disconnect the blower and place it in a safe dry place.  Once the rain has stopped, the Lessee may connect the blower and resume use of the unit (risk of injury may be increased if unit is wet).  Even if the Lessee does not choose to use the unit after the rain stops, the Lessee is expected to connect the blower and power up the unit to allow the unit to begin drying.  If this process is not completed, the Lessee may be charged an additional cleaning fee per unit.    
12. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES BY LESSEE.  Lessee represents and warrants:
a. That he/she has fully read this Agreement and  has been instructed about and fully understands the safe operation of the Unit. Lessee shall observe all safety precautions contained herein, including, but not limited to, constant supervision of the participants and will follow the instructions under Section 3.
b. That he/she shall keep the Unit in the same condition as when received, ordinary wear accepted.
c. That he/she has received the Unit in good working order and condition.  That he/she shall be responsible for the safe return of the Unit to Lessor through Lessor’s agent who delivers and picks up the Unit.  In the event that the Unit is not safely returned, Lessee shall pay Lessor the full fair market value of the Unit.
13. CLEANING OF RENTAL UNIT.  Should the unit require additional setup and clean up the lessee shall be responsible for an additional cleaning fee per unit.  Additional cleaning requirements will be determined at the time of unit pick up.  Excessive water may be a cause for additional cleaning fee.
